That the New Year – just like every other day – begins at the 180th parallel, with the eastern coast of New Zealand among the first places on Earth to welcome it in?


In 1884 24 major nations accepted the International Time Zone system, which divides the Earth into 24 time zones, each roughly corresponding to 15 degrees of longitude.  The Old Royal Observatory, located in Greenwich, England, was established as 0°, hence the term Greenwich Mean Time. The International Date Line is located at exactly the opposite longitude from Greenwich, and was established as the point at which the old day ends and the new day begins.


Since that time all major countries have come to accept and use this system of determining time in various places on earth.
