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Did You Know…





That the principal cause of the Earth’s changing seasons is the tilt of its axis? As it spins, the Earth’s axis is not perpendicular to its orbit around the sun, the result being that every point on the Earth changes its location relative to the sun throughout the year.


On the day the North Pole has its maximum tilt away from the sun the solar equator (where the sun’s rays are perpendicular to the Earth) is at the Tropic of Capricorn – about 23.5° south. That day – usually on Dec 21 – is called the Winter Solstice. No light falls north of the Arctic Circle, latitude 66.5° north, and there is no night south of the Antarctic Circle. Less of the sun’s heating rays reach the northern hemisphere, with cooler weather – called winter – being the result. The closer a point is to the equator the less the effect, hence the variance in the length of the day and seasonal temperatures is also less.


Six months later the opposite occurs, with the solar equator then being the Tropic of Cancer, about 23.5° north, resulting in the seasons in the Earth’s southern hemisphere being reversed. Thus when the northern hemisphere is in the depth of its winter, places in the southern hemisphere are experiencing their summer.
