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Did You Know –





That the size of our space shuttle booster rockets may be related directly to Roman chariots?


The boosters have to be shipped by train from the Thiokol plant in Utah where they are made, to the launch site, and therefore must fit through train tunnels. The width of most train tracks in the U.S. is 56.5”.


Why? Because our early train cars were made by the same people who made wagons and carriages in England, and their tools and equipment fit that size.


Why? Because the wheels of wagons & carriages in early England had to fit on heavily rutted English roads, most of which were cut between 54 BC and 400 AD, the years when Rome occupied England. Roman chariots were designed with the wheels 56’5” apart, because that was the width of two “standard” Roman horses, and over the centuries the chariots created the ruts.


Isn’t it curious that major components of the system that take us into space are tied to the width of a Roman horse’s rear end!
