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 Fredericksburg Rotary Scholarship Fund





The Board has recently established an endowment fund, separate from District or RI funds, whose proceeds are to be used for scholarships for students in the Fredericksburg area. It was funded with an initial deposit from Robert Van Dyke, whose desire to promote education among area young people fostered the idea.


The fund is brand new, and thus far criteria for recipients are not firm, nor has a selection committee been formed. We are seeking additional deposits, as we hope to use the income from the endowment for scholarships and leave the investment undisturbed.


At present we have not sought tax-exempt status for the fund, as the start-up and on-going costs currently outweigh the potential benefits. Nevertheless we hope that you will consider making a contribution to the fund so that deserving young people from our area will begin to benefit from it in the near future.
