Club Donation Process


From time to time a club member may encounter a situation where they’d like the Club to make a financial contribution to a charity or worthy cause in which they are involved. Following is the process for any unbudgeted requests:


Gather as much information as possible about the organization, including the amount you’d like the Club to donate. Include the reason, purpose, etc – anything which will help.


Submit the request in writing to a Board member or Club officer.


At the next Board meeting the request will be considered; the member is encouraged to attend the meeting to present the request and answer questions.


If approved the Treasurer will prepare a check and either send it directly or give it to the member to deliver.


NO COMMITMENT SHOULD BE MADE WITHOUT BOARD APPROVAL! This will avoid potentially embarrassing the Club or the member.
