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New Member Procedures


Each Rotarian has the privilege & obligation of seeking qualified new members for the club. Our procedure is as follows:


Submit the prospective member’s name on a form to a member of the board of directors, using the proposal form which is available from the Secretary, Membership Director, or Sgt-at-Arms.


The membership committee will review the application, and if it determines that the prospect meets the classification and membership requirements it will present the application to the board for approval. After board approval the proposing member will be notified.


The proposed name will be posted twice in Das Rad. If no objections are received by the board at the end of the posting period, and upon payment of the admission fee, the prospective member is scheduled for orientation. The new member’s name is submitted to Rotary International and he/she is informed of their membership.


PLEASE NOTE: Until the end of step 2 above, the prospective member should not be told of their proposed status.
