Attendance


“The object of Rotary is to encourage & foster the ideal of service as a basis of worthy enterprise and, in particular, to encourage & foster:


FIRST, the development of acquaintance as an opportunity for service…”


So begins the basic description of the reason Rotary was created. Understood in that description is the need for a Rotarian to be present – at club meetings, functions, and activities. That is why Rotary has attendance requirements; without presence, there can be no acquaintance, and therefore no opportunity for service. A member’s good standing requires that dues and fees be paid AND that attendance minimums be maintained. Failure to do either subjects the Rotarian to the loss of membership.


Attendance requirements have recently been reduced to 50% in each quarter – at the home club! Any Rotarian failing that level without Board approval may be dropped from the club – even if their dues & fees are paid.


It’s simple – the club needs you here; if you are not participating, we cannot fulfill our service goals.
