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Clean Water


Less than 3% of the earth’s water is fresh. Of that, 60% is trapped in glaciers and 30% is underground. Just 3% can be accessed from lakes and rivers.


During the past 100 years water consumption has increased twice as fast as the world’s population growth, and in 2002 more than 1 billion people around the world lacked safe drinking water.


The lack of access to water also prevents the use of latrines and other sanitation facilities and thereby the opportunity for face and hand washing. Clean water scarcity and inadequate sanitation are linked to more than two dozen diseases, including diarrhea, intestinal worms, and trachoma, a major cause of blindness in parts of the world. It is well documented that improved access to clean water would decrease child mortality by 30% by reducing diarrhea.


One of the earliest Rotary projects was a public toilet in Chicago, intended as both a convenience and sanitation service to the community. Continuing its long time focus on this problem, over the past 5 years the Rotary foundation has awarded $27.5 million in grants for clean water projects.
