Our club and many others were active in helping victims of recent disasters such as hurricanes Katrina and Ike.


Rotary’s first efforts for disaster relief occurred in 1913. In March of that year heavy rains hit the Midwest, devastating parts of Indiana and Ohio. 500 died in Ohio alone. The Rotary Clubs of Indianapolis and Dayton, both less than 6 months old, determined to play a role in resolving the suffering, and appealed for help for their communities and others nearby. Clubs from as far away as Portland, OR and Winnipeg, Manitoba donated money, supplies, and medicine.

Climatic Conditions


The interior of Antarctica is the coldest place on earth. In August, 1960 a temperature of     -126.9° was recorded at the Russian station of Vostok, which is 11,500 ft above sea level.


Australia is the only continent without any glaciers. Although Africa is warmer overall, it has some high mountains where glaciers form. Australia has no high elevations. Nearby New Zealand is mountainous, and has several glaciers.


While Africa is the warmest continent, records exist showing that the Nile froze over in 829 & 1010 AD.


The most recent Ice Age peaked in 16,000 BC and did not begin its retreat until 8,000 BC. Ice sheets extended as far south as Connecticut, and the Great Lakes did not emerge from the ice until 7,000 BC.
