Tuberculosis has been found in human remains of more than 9000 years.  Also the microbes that cause TB have been isolated from bison remains that date back 18,000 years.  In the early part of the last century TB killed one in seven people in the US and Europe.  One third of the world’s population is infected today and 2 million die from the disease each year.  The disease is preventable and curable.  Detection and treatment is important and has been emphasized by the CDC and WHO.  This disease is found more commonly in developing countries.  The Rotary Foundation has recently approved a $300,000 grant for equipment and material for a TB Clinic in Reynosa, Mexico.  Just another way Rotary works for improving the health of our world.
