                      Did You Know





We depend on a few crops for sustaining the global food system and they are rice, wheat, corn, soybeans, and potatoes.  The homogeneity of their genetic makeup makes them vulnerable to stresses (natural and other wise).  If their production is adversely affected serious food shortages could occur.  Plant conservation on farms and in the wild is important.  Since 1983 other approaches have been taken.  In the Philippines, for example, the International Rice Research Institute has maintained a cryogenic gene bank of 100,000 of the 125,000 genetic strains of rice. The Svalbard Gene Vault, a new gene bank, has opened in Norway near the North Pole and will conserve over 4 million genetic samples of economically important plants.  Due to the location the cost of preservation will be greatly reduced.
