                      Did You Know





Union Pacific railroad has donated to the San Antonio Fire Department EMD SD40T-2 (No.8755).  This will be a training aid for firefighters and first responders.  These individuals need specialized knowledge to deal with emergencies on the railroads that cross cities.  Knowing how to fight fires on locomotives or shut off fuel flow requires specialized training. The avoidance of electrical shock in the performance of their duties requires hands on experience that this training locomotive will afford.  This locomotive will give the SAFD training academy a tool to prepare the firefighter and first responders with knowledge to deal with a combination of railroad and chemical hazard situations.  This locomotive joins two tank cars, a hopper car, and a boxcar on a 300 foot track.  It is hoped that the training unit will be used by personnel from around the country.
