                      Did You Know





Many of us have enjoyed a ride on the Denver & Rio Grande Western 3-foot narrow gauge route along the New Mexico and Colorado border or the Durango & Silverton Narrow Gauge over the scenic trip through the mountains in southwestern Colorado.  Did you know that a real freight narrow gauge railroad is still in active service in the United States?  Yes the USG Corp. (formerly the United States Gypsum) has a 3-foot gauge line that runs 26 miles from the quarry to the processing plant at Plaster City in the southern California desert. The processing plant turns out large quantities of Sheetrock panels and other wall board products that are loaded onto standard gauge center beam flatcars for distribution across the US.


The locomotives used on the narrow gauge line originally came from Alaska’s White Pass & Yukon and were manufactured by the Bombardier Corporation.
