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                      Did You Know


In recent times with events as hurricane Katrina and the illegal immigration across our borders the issue of the use of our military for domestic purposes has arisen.  


A look into our history may be helpful when trying to decide.  As early as 1780 Massachusetts militiamen were used to put down Shay’s Rebellion.


One hundred fifty years ago the abolitionist John Brown planed to seize the U.S. arsenal at Harpers Ferry, Virginia.  Brown and his men struck Harpers Ferry on Sunday evening Oct.16, 1859 cutting the telegraph line and stopping the train.  When the baggage car attendant confronted the raiders he was shot.  The irony was he was a freed slave.  The train was released and traveled on to Washington.


The armory was captured but the local slaves chose not to join Brown and his men.  The federal government alerted by the train crew reviewed their options.  On the afternoon of Oct. 17. 1859 President James Buchannan ordered the Marines from the barracks at 8th and I in Washington to Harpers Ferry and placed them under the command of Brevet Col. Robert E. Lee of the 2nd U.S. Cavalry.   Lt. J.E.B. Stuart served as Lee’s aide-de-camp while the commanding officer on the Marines was Lt. Israel Greene.  


When Lee arrived the local militia had surrounded the engine house in which Brown with his hostages had taken refuge.  On 18 Oct. the hostages were freed and Brown was taken and subsequently hanged for treason.  


Within two years all three offices resigned their commission to fight for the Confederacy which many would consider truly treasonous.
