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                               Did You Know





Mitchell Malone, a Texas A&M University geochemist, heads the scientific Operations of the recently renovated scientific drilling vessel JOIDES Resolution (JR).  The vessel recently completed $130 million, 3 year refurbishment, in Singapore.  The ship has had its lab space increased by 34%.  During the refurbishment all lab equipment has been renovated or replaced.  The crew living spaces have been updated and make much more habitable for the scientific crew of 60.  The JR is a U.S. National Science Foundation funded project.  The 16-country Integrated Ocean Drilling Program probes the sea floor.  Studies performed by the JR include research into the deep biosphere, environmental changes, and Earth’s geodynamics.  The ship recently changed crews and resupplied at Yokohama and is now on station at the Shatsky Rise, a Pacific plateau 1500 km east of Japan.  Drilling in this plateau is designed to help understand how these plateaus formed.
