                               Did You Know





With all of the discussion concerning climate change, carbon tax, and other concerns about the environment the American railroads are examining the possibility of returning to electrification of the freight railroads.


In 1939 the United States was a world leader in railway electrification with more than 20% of the world’s mileage.  Some of the decisions that propelled the US railroads into the use of electrified line included the prediction that “white coal” [hydroelectric power generation] would surpass steam power nationwide.  With the onset of the Great Depression, World War II, and diesels the electric wires came down.  Steam power was much too expensive to maintain.  Diesel technology improved and with few limited exceptions electric railroads disappeared.  Interestingly as America de-electrified railroads across the globe expanded their use of electrified roads.  Russia’s 5,771 miles of rail service via the famed Trans-Siberian route from Moscow to Vladivostok is 100% electrified.  The Russians operate more than 25,000 miles of electrified trackage. On average one mile of track in Russia handles about 90% more ton-miles than a mile of track in the U.S.  In the U.S. the only area electrified is the north east corridor.  With the oil crisis of the early 1970 the Class I railroads evaluated electrification but did not follow through.  Now with the current problems they are re-examining electrification.
