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                               Did You Know





Geophysics is the study of the subsurface of the earth.  Today geophysicists have a new tool to study the subsurface, the USArray.  The USArray is a network of seismometers that is deployed in a grid across the Western US.  The network of seismometers can probe thousands of kilometers down to examine the ultimate forces that created and still shape the ground that we tread.  The project is funded by the National Science Foundation’s $25-million-a-year EarthScope program.  


The program is now into its second 5 year run.  This is a three pronged approach to develop a three-dimensional picture of the North American continent.  One component was the drilling into the San Andreas fault, another is the gauging the changing strain on the crust as it deforms related to deep stirrings and jostling of the tectonic plants, and third is the USArray. The USArray system is a $13.6-million –a-year program to look deep below the surface.  The system records seismic waves from distant earthquakes after they have passed through and been altered by the rocks beneath North America.  The USArray involves three kinds’ seismic networks. A reference network of 100 seismometers permanently installed 300 km apart in a loose grid across the lower 48 states, a Flexible Array of 446 seismometers placed 10 km apart for a few months or years to study a feature of interest, and novel Transportable Array.  The Transportable Array is an 800 km wide net of 400 advanced seismometers 70 km apart slowly moved eastward across the US.
