                             Did You Know





The mountain lion, also known as the cougar, panther, catamount or puma, has the widest distribution of any wild cat from Canada to South America.  Prior to European settlement, mountain lions lived throughout Texas.  By 1960, predator control, loss of habitat, and human settlement reduced mountain lion numbers and limited their distribution within Texas to the mountainous country in the Trans-Pecos region of West Texas. Since 1983, the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department has solicited and recorded voluntary reported sightings and mortalities of mountain lions.  Mountain lions sighting and mortality information rather than actual population estimates is used to assess the presence of the cats in certain areas.  Currently, sightings of mountain lions have occurred in all 254 Texas counties.  However, not all sightings are confirmed.  Mortalities provide a more accurate reflection of were mountain lions have lived.  Mortalities have been recorded in 67 counties.


The mountain lion is a large, slender cat with a smallish head and noticeably long tail.  These animal home ranges may be 80-200 miles
