Rotary Membership


Rotary has two classes of membership: Active and Honorary. In 2001 the classification Senior Active was eliminated, but a new program known as the Rule of 85 was established. Any Active member whose combination of age and years of Rotary membership adds up to 85 or more may request this status. He or she remains an Active member, with all the rights and obligations of an Active member, but is no longer bound by attendance requirements and their absence does not count against the Club’s attendance record. Note that this status is neither automatic nor required; a member must submit a request in writing to the Board of the Club to receive it. 


Honorary membership is used to recognize a former Active member or on occasion non-member who’s unusual and outstanding service merits such recognition. Honorary members pay no dues, do not vote on Club matters, and are not required to attend Club meetings, but are welcome at all Club activities.
