Rotary History:


What was the first Rotary community service project?





Polio Plus –


Did you know that Polio Plus originated out of a Rotary District in the Philippines? They started an immunization program, which was adopted by RI in 1985 with the goal of achieving the certified eradication of polio as a health threat worldwide. Certification is based on no new cases being diagnosed for 6 years. 


Since 1985 more than 2.5 billion children have received the vaccine, in large part due to Rotary’s commitment of nearly $850 million.


 In 1988 there were over 350,000 cases diagnosed in 125 countries. In the first two months of 2010 there were 145 cases identified worldwide. If this rate holds it would mark the first year in modern history less than 2,000 cases were diagnosed.


Is it worth the cost? Dealing with 300,000 cases per year would cost an estimated $1 billion in health care alone, not counting the cost in human pain and misery and the impact on families.
