Eye Factoids:


Reading lenses (glasses) date from the 1300s


Benjamin Franklin is credited with developing the first bifocals


75% of the world’s 1.4 million blind children live in developing countries


Cataracts are responsible for 48% of the world population’s vision loss


Average cost of cataract removal in the US is $2,900 per eye


Average cost of cataract removal in India is $700, but the majority of people in India make only about $1 per day


The US has 1 optometrist per 4,500 population; India has 1 per 100,000; sub-Saharan Africa has 1 per million.


Since July 2004 the Rotary foundation has awarded 265 humanitarian grants totaling $3,091,552 in 43 countries to support eye health.
