RI President asks for “cowboy logic” from Rotarians


As the 2010 RI Convention in Montréal, Québec, Canada, drew to a close on 23 June, RI President Ray Klinginsmith outlined his plans for his term, which began 1 July. 


Klinginsmith asked Rotarians to apply "cowboy logic" and make Rotary clubs "bigger, better, and bolder."
